Athletics

Due to enrollment North Muskegon is a “C” size
school. For a small school we offer a variety of
sports for boys and girls at the elementary,
middle, and high school levels: baseball,
basketball, softball, track, cross country,
volleyball, football, soccer, golf, tennis, and
competitive cheer. Ahigh percentage of stu-
dents are involved in athletics. Research shows
they are often better students because of it.

Curriculum

North Muskegon’s curriculum is in line with the
State of Michigan’s Model Core Curriculum
bench marks for elementary, middle and high
schools. Outcomes are defined for each grade
level in every subjec area. Continuous school
improvement and review ensures that the
curriculum stays current.

Facilities

The district recently completed a $12.9 million
building renovation. Of interest is the historical
renovation of the exterior of the high school
building. Using the original blueprints, the
building was restored to the way it originally
looked in 1932. The improvements included new
high tech windows, brick and stone work, and
reconstruction of the original wood and copper
cupola.

Other high points include new high school
classrooms, a state-of-the-art performance area,
new art and music rooms, office improvements,
an additional computer lab, air conditioning and
heating improvements, parking and playground
improvements and over a million dollars in new
technology for students and staff.
