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Dear Parent:

New attendance procedures for schools in Muskegon County require us to send this notification once a child has missed five or more days of school in a semester for any reason which is interfering with their learning.  Parents play an influential role in education of their children; they are the key to regular school attendance.  Given the significance of attendance to the success of our students, families and schools must work together to solve absenteeism problems.

Our school district, the Muskegon Area Intermediate School District, the Department of Human Services, the Muskegon County Prosecutor’s Office, Mediation and Restorative Services and the 60th District Court have joined together to improve school attendance and reduce truancy in Muskegon County schools.  
I am obligated by state law to make every effort to improve the attendance of our students. Please help us with your child’s education by sending them to school each day.  Call us if you have an emergency or your child is ill.  If you are receiving benefits from the Michigan Department of Human Services, a new policy requires all children ages 6 - 17 to attend school full time to keep their benefit eligibility.
I appreciate your efforts to make sure your child is in school.  Please contact me if you would like to discuss further or if there is any way in which I can be of assistance to you.
